Prof Reddy said his visit to 1'“Madras further opened
avenues for i'oim incubation centres, research parks, and °
integration with national platforms like National Programme
on Technology Enhanced Learning (NPTEL) and
SWAYAM Plus (Swayam's upgraded, skill-focused platform
that provides industry-tailored courses for professional
development and employability). “These partnerships
are not symbolic—they are building a robust pipeline of
industry-ready graduates and positioning Telangana as
a leader in academia-industry innovation,” he said.

The Victoria Institute of Technology (VIT),
Australia, has proposed to establish an ‘In-
ternational Education City’ in Telangana.
The campus will be developed on a
plug-and-play model, offering ready-to-
operate infrastructure for foreign univer-
sities, advanced research centres and skill
development institutions, Industries and
IT Minister D.Sridhar Babu’s office said on
Wednesday after he met Board Member of
VIT Alan Griffin in Australia.
Welcoming the proposal, the Minister
assured full support from the State go-
vernment and urged VIT to send a delega- -
tion to Telangana for site evaluation and
detailed discussions. VIT representatives,
mcludmg founder and President Arjun Su-
rapaneni, expressed interest in develop-
ing a world-class education and innova-

tion hub in Telangana.
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
